Attending were: Stephen Applebaum, Michael 
Barnett, Carolus Boekema, Shirley Chiang, Ching Fong, 
Alan Kleinsasser, Alex Maradudin, Jeffrey Ostrick, and 
Julie Yi. Among the highlights were:

• Fall 2005 Meeting Program Committee: The Section 
Annual Meeting was set for October 21-22, 2005 at 
CSU Sacramento. It was agreed to provide funds to 
support travel to the meeting and awards for outstand-
ing talks, with a cap of $3K for each category. Total 
meeting cost was capped at about $9K.
